In continuation to this Directorate General letter of even no dated 14th/ 16th July 2008, please find enclosed herewith Physical and Financial achievements  as on 30.09.2008 up to 2nd Qtr. of 2008-09, in respect of the scheme “Upgradation of ITIs into CoE under World Bank assisted VTIP” which is covered under PM’s New 15 Point Programme. 



It may be informed that during 2nd Qtr., no expenditure could be made in respect of 38 ITIs in Minority Concentration Districts (MCDs) Identified till 30.03.2008 as the utilisation certificate in respect of funds released last year is yet to be  received from the respective State Govts. However, out of 22 ITIs which are to be identified during current financial year 2008-09, 9 ITIs has been identified till now and an amount of Rs. 5.96  crore has also been released for 6 ITIs so far.  The funds for the remaining three ITIs will be released soon. 


The status of implementation of the scheme in respect of ITIs in Minority Concentration Districts (MCDs) under the scheme as on 30.09.2008 is enclosed herewith.

Upgradation of Govt ITIs in to Centres of Excellence (COE) under World Bank assisted VTIP.

Out of 400 Govt. ITIs  proposed to be upgraded under the scheme -“Upgradation of Govt ITIs in to Centres of Excellence (COE) with World Bank assistance under VTIP “, 250 ITIs in 34 State/ UT have been identified up to 31.3.2008.  As per the envisages target under PM’s New 15 point Programme, the scheme should cover 60 ITIs located in MCDs.  Out of the above 250 ITIs, 38 ITIs have been identified in Minority Concentration Districts (MCDs).  Out of the remaining 150 ITIs, 22 ITIs in MCDs are to be identified during current financial year 2008-09
PROGRESS DURING 2007-08
38 ITIs of MCD are proposed to be upgraded with an outlay of Rs 79.18 crore including an outlay of Rs 33.84 crore for the Ist year i.e. 2007-08.  Rs 33.84 crore have been released during 3rd& 4th quarter of the  year 2007-08, hence 100% Financial   targets have been achieved during 2007-08 under the above scheme. It may be mentioned here that ITIs are selected by the State Govt. after ascertaining the criteria necessary to be fulfilled for including the same under World Bank assisted VTIP.  Out of 250 ITIs, the State Govt. identified 38 ITIs in 2006-07& 2007-08, which amounts to 15.20% against a target of 15% prescribed in PM’s new 15 point programme.  Hence physical & financial targets are fully achieved under the scheme for FY 2007-08.

PROGRESS DURING 2008-09

Rs. 25.00 crore has tentatively been earmarked for upgradation of 38 ITIs during 2nd year (i.e. current financial year 2008-09). Against above, no expenditure could be made till now due to non submission of utilisation certificate by state Governments in respect of central share released to them last year. The utilisation certificate is prerequisite for release of subsequent installment of funds. The progress report as on 30.09.2008 for 38 ITIs in prescribed Performa, is at Annex-I.
Further an outlay of Rs. 23.12 Crores has been fixed for remaining 22 ITIs to be identified for upgradation in MCD (out of 150 ITIs, in all, which are remaining to be upgraded out of 400 ITIs)  during current financial year 2008-09. Against the above, only 9 ITIs ( out of 22 ITIs to be selected during 08-09) under MCD have been identified so far and funds of Rs. 5.96 crores has been released  for 6 ITIs of Maharashtra, Jharkhand and Karnataka. Proposal for release of funds for remaining 3 ITIs is in process and would be released soon. The progress report in respect of 9 ITIs, as on 30.09.2008 in prescribed Performa is at Annex- II.
